Board Chair, Kelly Nash, called the meeting to order at 9:00 A.M.

Approval of Minutes

Minutes of the October 21, 2004 meeting were presented for the Board’s review.  A motion was made by Dale Lynn to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion, seconded by Christianne Janes, carried.

Approval of Financial Statement

The Board reviewed the financial statements for July 1, 2004 through October 31, 2004 and July 1, 2004 through November 30, 2004.  After review, Dale Lynn made the motion to accept the financial statements as presented.  Motion, seconded by Christianne Janes, carried.

Director’s Report

John Parrish informed the Board that he communicated with the Finance Cabinet’s Secretary Office concerning the need for more OT Board members.  Mr. Parrish stated that the new Board members would be assigned to the Board soon.

Election of Officers

A motion was made by Dale Lynn to elect Kelly Nash as Board Chair, Dale Lynn as Vice Chair, and Christianne Janes as Secretary for the Board.  Motion, seconded by Christianne Janes, carried.

Licensure Status Report

A licensure status report for the month of October 31, 2004 was provided for member information.  The report showed that there were 1458 active OTs and 364 active OTAs along with 256 OTs and 13 OTAs certified to practice Deep Physical Agent Modalities.

 A licensure status report for the month of November 30, 2004 was provided for member information.  The report showed that there are currently 1471 active OTs and 364 active OTAs along with 270 OTs and 16 OTAs certified to practice Deep Physical Agent Modalities.

New Business

Dale Lynn made a motion to accept the KBLOT meetings to be held the third Thursday of each month for 2005 year.  Motion, seconded by Christianne Janes, carried.

The Board reviewed AOTA’s 2005 State Occupational Therapy Regulatory Board survey and requested Karen Robinson to submit their response to AOTA as requested by the association.

The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to Tracy Zinser-Bourne, OT/L regarding whether a certified athletic trainer can perform the duties of an OT aide.  The Board referred Ms. Bourne to the Kentucky OT Laws and Regulation booklet, specifically referencing 201 KAR 28:30 Section 4, (1) and (2) and 201 KAR 28:170 Section 2 (3).

Ms. Robinson was requested to respond to Jyoti Khiani, OT/L regarding documentation standards when completing evaluations on a patient.  The Board referred Ms. Khiani to 201 KAR 28:140 (15) (a) – (j).

The Board requested Karen Robinson to respond to Katie Bloom-Ross, OT/L regarding the process completing acute/inpatient discharges.  The Board agreed that a therapist needs to locate a chart and write a discharge note and referred Ms. Bloom-Ross to 201 KAR 28:140, #15 (j).

The Board tabled discussions on topics of dysphagia and CMS intermediary until the January Board meeting when Laura Strickland is attendance as she had information concerning these matters.

Dale Lynn made a motion to accept the renewal of an OT practicing in Kentucky as information concerning this licensee’s case had been concluded.  Motion, seconded by Christiane Janes, carried.

The Board received notification from two licensed occupational therapy assistants at the same facility concerning their lack of supervision coverage and their plan of coverage in the interim.  The Board took no action on this matter, however the Board requested Karen Robinson to send correspondence of the Board’s understanding and knowledge of the matter.

The Board reviewed correspondence from the National Board for Certification in Occupational Therapy, Inc. (NBCOT) regarding the announcement of election results and bylaw revisions.  This was submitted to the Board for information only.  No action was taken.

The Board reviewed correspondence from the National Board for Certification in Occupational Therapy, Inc. (NBCOT) regarding the announcement of eligibility criteria for Occupational Therapist Registered OTR Candidates which is scheduled to become effective December 31, 2006.  This was submitted to the Board for information only.  No action was taken.

Old Business
The Board tabled discussion concerning infrared light until the January Board meeting when Laura Strickland is attendance as she had information concerning these matters.

The Board reviewed correspondence from Mr. John Breiwa, President of KY Board of Optometric Examiners concerning the Board’s regulation on Low Vision therapy.  This was submitted to the Board for information only.  No action was taken.

Mark Brengelman will communicate with James Grawe to submit correspondence to the OTA in response to this request.
