Board Chair, Julya Westfall, called the meeting to order at 9:56 A.M.

Approval of Minutes
Minutes of the May 20, 2004 meeting were presented for the Board’s review.  A motion was made by Laura Strickland to approve the minutes as amended.  Motion, seconded by Kelly Nash, carried.

Approval of Financial Statement

The Board reviewed the financial statement for July 1, 2003 through May 30, 2004.  After review, Laura Strickland made the motion to accept the financial statements as presented.  Motion, seconded by Kelly Nash, carried.
Licensure Status Report
A licensure status report for the month of May 30, 2004 was provided for member information.  The report showed that there are currently 1549 licensed OTs and 399 OTAs along with 188 OTs and 10 OTAs certified to practice in Deep Physical Agent Modalities. 

New Business

The Board discussed the practice of anodyne (infared) therapy.  Laura Strickland made a motion for Julya Westfall to contact AOTA and NBCOT to research the matter nationally.  Motion, seconded by Teresa Conley-Buckner, carried. 

The Board reviewed correspondence from Diane Killough regarding the supervision of OTAs.  The Board requested that Karen Robinson draft the response to Ms. Killough’s three questions and refer her to 201 KAR 28:130 Section 3 (8).

The Board agreed to accept the draft of Board participation certificates.  The Board asked Karen Robinson to sign a certificate and put them in folders with travel vouchers for each Board member.

Correspondence was received from Kimberly Arnett, a licensed OTA working at Pro-Care Home Health regarding the status of her supervision coverage.  The Board accepted Ms. Arnett’s plan for coverage and requested Karen Robinson to send Ms. Arnett a letter confirming their approval.

The Board reviewed a report from the American Occupational Therapy Association which included the following documents:  Definition of Occupational Therapy Practice for the AOTA Model Practice Act, Scope of Practice, and Guidelines for Supervision, Roles, & Responsibilities During the Delivery of Occupational Therapy.  As this was for informational purposes, the Board took no action.

NBCOT sent an announcement to the Board concerning a call for practitioners to serve on NBCOT’s Certification Examination Committee.  The Board did not take action on this because it was informational only.

Old Business 

The Board stated that they were pleased with the outcome of the 2004 KBLOT newsletter. 

Laura Strickland and Jim Grawe are continuing to work on the Low Vision regulation.  Ms. Strickland will schedule a meeting in August with the Kentucky Board of Optometric Examiners to review the low vision regulation and Mr. Grawe will prepare a draft for the Board to review at the next scheduled KBLOT Board meeting.

OT-2004-01 -  The investigation process is pending until an investigator is assigned to this case.
